Mala Strana, zejména okoli Petfina, bylo vzdycky mistem dychajicim roman-
tikou a kouzlem. Pravé zde se v podvecerni vini stromut a kvétin odnepaméti
prochézely zamilované dvojice a ne nahodou tady stoji socha Karla Hynka
Miachy, “patrona zamilovanych”, stale oblozen4 kvétinami vdéénych dvojic.

Close your eyes and imagine the Spring of 1897, a sunlit Sunday mor-
ning in May, the intoxicating aroma of lilac blossoms in the air. You
stroll around the Lesser Side (Mala Strana) in Prague. On the boule-
vard named after Count Karel Chotek (now Vitézna Street) you come
across couples in festive attire — just the perfect day for breakfast at
Café Savoy which is only a few minutes away. Then, a walk on Pettin
Hill awaits you, or cross the bridge of Emperor Franz Joseph I towards
the National Theatre. How else, but hand in hand with your love?

The Lesser Side, and the area around Petrin Hill in particular, has al-
ways been a place which breathes romance and magic. Since time im-
memorial, couples in love have strolled in the evening scent of the trees
and flowers. Here is the statue of Karel Hynek Macha, the “Patron Saint

of Lovers”, always surrounded by the flowers of grateful couples.

Kavarny byly mistem osobnich a pracovnich
setkani, navazovani kontakta, inspirace i odpocinku. Do Cafe Savoy ve
Vitézné ulici nebo do kavarny Slavia na protéjsim brehu Vltavy cho-
dilo mnoho umeélcti a intelektualii pro inspiraci — tfeba Franz Kafka
nebo Jaroslav Seifert. Kavarna Savoy byla obnovena a znovuotevtie-
na v roce 1992, véhlasnost kavarny Slavia také navazuje na pavod-

ni tradici a samoziejmé zde vznikaji dalii a dalsi skvélé podniky.

Bydleni s noblesou

Stejné jako pred sto lety se do téchto mist Malé Strany st¢hovali inte-
lektudlové, osobnosti uméleckého Zivota a podnikatelé — ti vsichni zde
chtéli bydlet v architektonicky neptekonatelnych a luxusnich domech

a uzivat si atmosféry mistniho inspirativniho prostiedi. Dnes je tu moz-
nost priblizit se noblese bydleni. Pravé tu nabizi neorenesancni rezidence
Chateau Savoy, ktera se nachazi v té nejatulnéjsi ulici Male Strany. O co
nenapadnéjsi je praceli domu, o to vice prekvapi vnitroblok a samotné
bydleni. Designéri a architekti se snazili palaci vratit pavodni osobitost,
rozkos a ptvab. Klenotem projektu je Serikova zahrada ve vnitrobloku
domu —jeji tradice saha az do 19. stoleti. Tyto omamné vonici kete tu
byly tak nadherné, ze po nich byla pojmenovana cela ulice. Vice se o pii-
béhu projektu Chateau Savoy dozvite na nasich webovych strankéach.
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Symbolic Connection

Few people know that the Legion Bridge was once a chain bridge — the
structure connected the two banks of the Vltava River, the two oldest parts
of Prague, its historical past and dynamic present. It is the bridge which
symbolises the bond between two people in love who are holding hands.
Also today you encounter couples walking towards the National Theat-

re and the First Republic Café Slavia, or in the opposite direction — from
the right bank of the Vltava River towards Petiin Hill. Both sides of this
bridge convey a part of the past history, spilling over into the present.

Return of First Republic Coffee

There have always been numerous great cafés on the Lesser Side, provi-
ding excellent coffee and first-class service. Cafés were venues for personal
and business meetings, making contacts, gaining inspiration and enjoying
relaxation. Many artists and intellectuals — like Franz Kafka and Jaroslav
Seifert — came for their inspiration to Café Savoy in Vitézna Street and

to Café Slavia on the opposite bank of the Vltava. Café Savoy was resto-
red and reopened in 1992. The fame of Café Slavia is also built on ori-

ginal tradition and, of course, there are many other great enterprises.

Graceful Living

A hundred years ago, intellectuals, personalities in artistic life and en-
trepreneurs moved to these corners of the Lesser Side — they all wanted
to live in architecturally unrivalled and luxurious homes to savour the
atmosphere of the inspirational locality. Today, the opportunity has aris-
en to get closer to graceful living. This is offered by the neo-Renaissance
Chateau Savoy Residence, situated in the cosiest street of the Lesser Side.
Although the facade of the building is unobtrusive, the inner courtyard
and residential units will surprise. Designers and architects have attempted
to revive the original distinction, delight and charm of the palace. The
jewel of the project is the lilac garden in the inner courtyard, with a tradi-
tion dating back to the 19th century. These intoxicatingly sweet-smelling
bushes were so beautiful that the street was named after them. You can
