in Lilac Magic
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Moderni noblesni byty, a prece dychayici
lastorickou atmosférou — v centru
mésta, a prece skryté pred ruchem
metropole, diim obklopeny krdsnou
zahradou. MoZnost se sem posadit

a nechat se undset omamnou vini
Sertku. Mit na dosah kavdrny, vybrané
restaurace, galerie 1 prirodu. “lo vse

se snoubi v neorenesancnim projekiu
Chateau Savoy, nachdzejicim se v jedné
2 nejlepsich lokalit mésta — v Sertkové
ulict na Malé Strané; jen kousek od
mostu vedouctho k Néarodnimu dwadlu

nebo od vyhldseného Café Savoy.

12 odstinti fialové ze spektra barev a rostlin jen
podtrhuje ptvab a krasu architektury domu. Jeho
osobita duse je tak ne nahodou spojena s magickou
povesti Seriku. Klenotem rezidence je Serikova
zahrada ve vnitrobloku domu. Historicky navazuje
na tradici pavodni zahrady z 19. stoleti. Prave tady
byla kdysi zahrada malostranského méstana Fleis-
chingera se Sefikem tak krasnym a bohatym, ze byla
po tomto keti roku 1870 pojmenovana cela ulice.

Samotné fialové barevné spektrum v sobé¢ také
skryva mnoho tajemného. Fialova je symbolem du-
chovna, spirituality, ale také srdecnosti. Vznika smi-
senim dvou zakladnich barev: cervené a modré. Ty
zaroven symbolizuji opacné elementy: muze — Zenu
nebo klid — dynamiku. Fialové kvétiny jsou urceny
pro velmi slavnostni chvile a vyjadiuji obdiv a tctu.
Do fialového spektra lze priradit i viine. Tak
schvalné: jak si predstavujete fialovou vini?

Prave viné Setiku, levandule nebo fialky piina-

$eji uvolnéni a uklidnéni a mohou pomoci na

cest¢ k proméné a novému zacatku — treba to

bude pravé vase nové bydleni v rezidenci sni.

V polovine 19. stoleti byla tato ¢ast Malé Strany
svédkem vyznamného architektonického rozvoje.
Vdéci za to vystavbé fetézového mostu Frantiska
Josefa I. (dnes most Legii), vedouciho k Narod-

nimu divadlu. Vznikl zde novy bulvar, Chotkova

trida, pojmenovana po hrabeéti Karlu Chotkovi.
Dnesni Vitézna ulice byla uz tehdy vyznamnou
soucasti kulturniho, obchodniho i soukromého
zivota tamniho méstanstva. Pravé sem, do kras-
nych klasicistnich ¢inzovnich dom, se st¢hovaly
vyznamné osobnosti — napiiklad na rohu Chotkovy
t¥idy a Ujezdu bydlel védec Joachim Barrande,
puvodem z francouzsko-Spanélské slechtické rodiny,
pozd¢ji znamy jako objevitel nalezist trilobitu.

Sexik, tenhle omamné vonici ke¥, je od nepamét
spojovany s kvétnem, mésicem lasky a zamilo-
vanych. S barvami kvéta od bilé pres razovou

a purpurovou az po fialovocervenou se na jare
setkavame doslova na kazdém kroku. I proto

vétsina z nas povazuje Setik za ,,nas", domaci ker.
Ve skutecnosti se z jeho bohatych kvétenstvi a viiné
ve stredni Evropé tésime teprve ctyti sta let. Jeho
puvodnim domovem je Mala Asie, v 16. stoleti

jej pak z Turecka privezl némecky cisai Augerius
von Busberg. Nejprve pro potéchu dam a pani
videnského dvora a az pozdéji se rozsiril do okolnich
zemi. U nas se objevil az o dalsich sto let pozdéji.
Cesky herbai z roku 1899 rostlinu velmi poeticky
popisuje a piinasi navod na ,,Sefikové thé®, tedy

vonavy bylinkovy ¢aj vateny z kvéta tohoto kete.

Syringa (takhle poeticky zni jméno Setiku v latiné)

se v Cechach vzdy tesila oblibé nejen pro svoji

estetickou krasu a nadhernou vini, ale také pro
adajnou magickou moc. Vysazeni tohoto kefe na
zahradé¢ zajistovalo celému domu a okoli ochranu
pred negativnimi energiemi a zlou moci. Spatni
duchové se timto zptsobem dali i vyhanét. Stacilo
sefikem vyzdobit dum, ve kterém strasilo, a nezvani
duchové se postupné vytratili. Snitka kvéta zavésena
v obydli chranila i pred zlymi ¢arodéjnicemi.

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Modern elegant apartments, yet exuding a historical

atmosphere — in the city centre, yet hidden from the
bustle of the metropolis, a complex surrounded by
a beautiful garden. The possibility of sitting here,
being carried away by the intoxicating scent of
lilac. Cafés, fine restaurants, galleries and greenery
within reach. All these are combined in the Neo-
-Renaissance Chateau Savoy complex, located in
one of the best areas of the city. Chateau Savoy

is in Sefikova (“Lilac”) Street on the Lesser Side,

just a short walk from the bridge leading to the

National Theatre and the renowned Café Savoy.

The 12 shades of violet from the spectrum of
colours and plants only highlight the grace and
beauty of the building’s architecture. It is no
coincidence that its distinctive soul is associated
with the magical reputation of lilac. The Lilac
Garden in the patio is the gem of the residence.
Historically this follows the tradition of the original
19th-century garden, which was once the garden
of a Lesser Town resident called Fleischinger.

The lilacs here were so lush and beautiful that, in

1870, the whole street was named after them.
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The actual violet colour spectrum also conceals
many mysteries. Purple is a symbol of spiritu-
ality, as well as of cordiality. It results from two
primary colours: red and blue. At the same
time, these colours also symbolise opposing
elements: male — female, tranquillity — dynamics.
Purple flowers are intended to express admi-

ration and respect at very special moments.

The violet spectrum also includes fragrance. For
example: how do you imagine a violet fragrance?
The fragrance of lilac, lavender or violet pro-
vides relaxation and calm, can lead the way to
change and a new beginning. Maybe this will be

precisely your new home in a dream residence.

In the mid-19th century, this part of the Lesser Side

witnessed significant architectural development.
This was due to the construction of the Franz
Joseph I chain bridge (today called the Legion
Bridge), leading to the National Theatre. A new

boulevard, Chotek Avenue, was named after Count

Karel Chotek. Already at that time, the present-day

Viteézna (“Victory”) Street was an important part

of the cultural, business and private lives of local
townspeople. Significant personalities moved into
this area, to the beautiful neo-classical tenement
houses. For example, scientist Joachim Barrande
from a Irench-Spanish aristocratic family, later
known as the discoverer of the sites of trilobites, li-

ved on the corner of Ujezd and the Chotek Avenue.

Lilac, this intoxicatingly fragrant bush, has always
been associated with May, the month of love and
lovers. In spring, literally at each step one sees the
colours of the blooms from white to pink, purple
and violet-red. That is why most of us consider
lilac to be “our” national bush. In fact, inhabitants
of Central Europe have been enjoying its bright,
fragrant blossoms for only 400 years. The origi-
nal home of lilac is Asia Minor. It was brought

to Europe by German Emperor Augerius von
Busberg from Turkey in the 16th century. Lilac
was first to delight the ladies and gentlemen of the
Viennese court and only later spread to neighbou-
ring countries. Approximately a century later, it
arrived in the Czech lands. A Czech herbarium
from 1899 poetically describes this plant and
provides a recipe for “lilac thé”, i.e. a fragrant

herbal tea brewed from the flowers of this shrub.

Syringa (the Latin name for lilac sounds quite poe-
tic) has always been popular in Bohemia, not only
for its aesthetic beauty and wonderful fragrance,

but also for its alleged magical powers. Planting this
bush in the garden protected the entire house and
surroundings from negative energies and evil forces.
In this way, even evil spirits could be expelled. It was
only necessary to decorate a haunted home with
lilac for uninvited spirits gradually to disappear.
Sprigs of lilac blossoms hanging in dwellings

even provided protection against evil witches.

However, do you know when lilac gets its truly
